5. Each and every question asked in question paper of NEET-MDS 2025 was
reviewed by faculty members from the concerned specialty area after the conduct
of NEET-MDS 2025 to re-check for technical correctness of the questions as well
as answer keys. All candidates have been awarded full marks for those questions



which were found to be technically incorrect, regardless of whether candidates
have attempted them or not.
